The following picture describes the main functionality of S-CSCF, HSS and AS at the registration.

1-4. Normal registration procedure. In step 3 the service profile of the registered public user identity is downloaded containing the address list of ASs.

5. If there is at least one item in the address list of ASs, S-CSCF takes the first item from the list and sends a third-party REGISTER request to the AS to register the UE.

6. In case of successful third-party registration, AS sends a 200 OK response to S-CSCF.

Note 1: S-CSCF may send third-party REGISTER requests in parallel to different ASs.

Note 2: An AS can reject the third-party registration. Depending on the severity of the rejection, S-CSCF can decide to initiate a network-initiated deregistration procedure or only block the AS until successful re-registration is done.
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
