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Introduction

3GPP CN plenary has approved the work item "Interoperability and Commonality between IP Multimedia Systems using different “IP-connectivity Networks”; stage 3". There is also a related SA2 work item description which was approved by the SA plenary.

One of the functions of this work item description is to make it possible for 3GPP2 to reuse much of the 3GPP specifications for the documentation of the IM CN subsystem. 

The attached document (drafted as a contribution to SA2 - the owner of the parent work item description) attempts to provide an overview of the documentation for the IM CN subsystem, and identifies those documents were work may best be performed in the area of access independence. This covering contribution invites working group CN1 to provide comments to the authors, such that those views may be taken into account in the SA2 discussion.

Such work also has future applicability within 3GPP itself, for example, in order to allow the usage of the IM CN subsystem through a Wireless LAN access network.

CN1 documentation

The attached document lists the following CN1 specifications:

· 3GPP TS 23.218: This is intended to be one of the core set of specifications used by all access capabilities.

The attached document raises an issue against 3GPP TS 23.228, of CAMEL services which may also be applicable in 3GPP TS 23.218. The text is as follows:

One additional area that has been identified in 23.228 is the text related to CAMEL services. While this is not access network specific, it is 3GPP specific. Other systems wishing to make use of the IMS specifications will need to explicitly exclude this material from their use. This could be addressed if an appropriate home could be found for appropriate material in a CAMEL specific document.

While we would not suggest a drastic rearrangement of the documentation of 23.218, we may like to look at generalising the text of subclause 5.1 thus removing specific mention of CAMEL (and OSA) to clauses 10 and 11. Any action in this area would be related to SA2 agreements on the equivalent text in 23.228.

Other than this, there would be a need for a minor tidying up of GPRS specific terminology, which would have minimal impact on the content of this specification.

· 3GPP TS 24.228: These examples are expected to remain 3GPP specific. No purpose is seen in providing a 3GPP2 specific set. No change necessary.

· 3GPP TS 24.229: This is intended to be one of the core set of specifications used by all access capabilities.

Most of the access dependent information in this specification is clause 9.

The attached document raises the issue of charging information in 3GPP TS 24.228. 

Within 24.229 there is currently text that covers GPRS specific charging information. This material should be examined to see if it needs to be access specific or if it can be made more generic. If it can be made more generic, then the specific material may need to be moved to 29.207 or 32.225 for example. If there must be access network specific material of this type in 24.229, it should be structured in such a way as to make it easy to add additional access networks as they are addressed.

This issue requires some discussion, taking into account the need to also document charging structures for other access types.

Note that while Presence is a separate work item, its documentation from working group CN1 will appear in the documents 23.218, 24.228 and 24.229. These principles should therefore be adopted for release 6 documentation of Presence.

Proposal 1

CN1 should confirm the proposed document listing and categorization.

Proposal 2

CN1 should confirm the suggested terminology usage.

Proposal 3

CN1 should agree to keep the material of clause 10 of 23.218 as the main CAMEL based documentation.

CN1 will work to make the remainder of the 23.218 specification independent of CAMEL specific documentation.

Proposal 4

CN1 should agree that the material of clause 9 of 24.229 will be placed in a separate specification at release 6, to be under the control of working group CN. The scope of this document will be constrained to UTRAN and GERAN access networks.

CN1 will work to make the remainder of the 24.229 specification independent of access dependent terms.

A discussion should occur on the best way of documenting the charging substructures.
