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Now that the final FTF CCM specification has been finished, parlay could take advantage of the new possibilities offered by the CORBA component model. Additions to the current UML to IDL mapping of the Parlay APIs could specify a component oriented modelling of the interfaces (IDL extensions and CIDL files). If components are published rather than interfaces the time to market of developing parlay services could be further reduced and designers used to programming EJBs could be attracted to develop parlay clients and services as well.

From a high level perspective Parlay interfaces could be designed using CCM as follows:

· allow publishing of initial interface components via a component home finder (e.g. IpInitial interface of the framework)

· for callbacks CCM receptacles could be used

· for events the CCM event concept could be applied

Details should be discussed in a new parlay work group.
