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Introduction

At this moment the Joint Working Group have completed their APIs in the scope of Parlay 3.1. Compared to Parlay 3.0 a number of essential error corrections have been agreed, without which Parlay 3.0 would have substantial flaws. Furthermore, with Parlay 3.0 PAM and Policy Management APIs have not been in sync with existing Parlay paradigms used throughout the rest of the APIs. The synchronisation between those two APIs and the rest is to be completed for Parlay 3.1.

During the Hong-Kong meeting discussion was raised on with which version of Parlay backward compatibility should be ensured. Based on the above mentioned reasoning the Joint Working Group believes that backward compatibility shall be ensured from release 3.1 onwards.

 Furthermore, as the API work is reflected in both ETSI as well 3GPP specifications, where for instance the 3GPP Rel.4 for OSA is already submitted and fully aligned with Parlay 3.1, we would like to point out that the decision has a much broader scope than just Parlay.
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Finally we would like to propose that PAM and Policy Management are not yet required to be backward compatible from Parlay 3.1 on as changes are to be expected still.
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
