Current text says that "MCData service settings" are removed. It is unclear that all affiliations to MCData groups should also be removed. TS 23.280 CR 0191 rev 3 clarifies that affiliations are also to be removed.
Additionally, the local counter of service authorisations needs to be decremented when the UE is "lost" and IMS decides to terminate the IMS session.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	A NOTE is added in subclause 7.3.5 to clarify that removal of MCData service bindings includes removal of affiliations to MCData groups.
The local counter of the number of service authorisations is decremented.
