For registration of diversion information for the services CFU, CFB, CFNR, CFNL, CFNRc and CD, the mechanisms specified in subclause 4.5.0 should be used. The diverted-to party address of the services CFU, CFB, CFNR, CFNL, CFNRc and CD can individually be registered at the subscriber’s request by using the mechanisms specified in subclause 4.5.0. The registration of any diverted-to party address that is present in an operator configurable bloack list that contains forbidden diverted-to identities shall be rejected. Emergency service identities are examples of identities that can be part of the bloack list.
For erasure of diversion information for the services CFU, CFB, CFNR, CFNL, CFNRc and CD, the mechanisms specified in subclause 4.5.0 should be used. The diverted-to party address of the services CFU, CFB, CFNR, CFNL, CFNRc and CD can individually be erased at the subscriber's request by using the mechanisms specified in subclause 4.5.0.
