NG-RAN


Because the NG-RAN node is shared to a PLMN to which a disaster condition applies, there is a restriction in the number of networks that can share the NG-RAN node.

NOTE:
The maximum number of networks (i.e. PLMNs and NPNs) broadcast by a cell is 12 and 6 for an NR cell and an E-UTRA cell, respectively. For example, if a gNB is shared to three other PLMNs for handling of disaster condition according to Solution #9, the gNB can be shared to eight other networks.
