Overall description
CT1 has discussed the support of ID_UAS  in EPS and identified a protocol issue with the UE providing UAS parameters to the network over PCO (namely for UUAA-SM or for C2 authorization or for both). Based on current specs (TS 24.301) for IP based PDN connection in WB-S1 mode, there is a maximum size limitation of 255 octets in PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST and ESM INFORMATION RESPONSE. CT1 could not agree on whether certain protocol changes in MMEs/S-GWs are acceptable to avoid the above limitations and support UAS in EPS. Therefore, CT1 would like to ask the following questions to SA2:
Question 1): Whether UUAA-SM and C2 authorization need to be supported in deployments with only MMEs/S-GWs of previous releases (from rel-13 to rel-16). Notice that  due to signalling protocol limitations in such deployments only providing parameters up to 255 octets in PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST and ESM INFORMATION RESPONSE and up to 65535 octets in other ESM messages is supported
Question 2): If the answer to the Question 1 is No, whether the UAV UE e.g., due to the UE mobility may end-up being served by a target MME, or target S-GW or both, of a previous release (from rel-13 to rel-16) with the limitations mentioned above.
