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1. Overall Description:
CT1 has been discussing the applicability of user-requested priority while in emergency or imminent peril and there was no consensus on whether user requested priority is meant to override emergency/peril priority.

[bookmark: _Toc460616107][bookmark: _Toc460616968][bookmark: _Toc20691099]TS 23.379 indicates that requested priority can be set by the user even for emergency calls, see for example clauses 10.6.2.2.1 and 10.7.2.1.5.

Similarly for IP connectivity TS 23.282 indicates that requested priority is overriding configuration priority, see statement under Table 7.14.2.1.1-1: MCData IPcon point-to-point request (MCData client to MCData server) 
“NOTE 3: The predefined priority of the MC service user is applied by the MCData server if the requested priority is not present or not accepted by the MCData server. “

CT1 would like to ask for guidance from SA6 on whether requested priority should be overriding:
1) the emergency/peril priority; and
2) the priority indicated as part of MC configuration.
