	About the inclusion of SS code in the SGsAP-PAGING-REQUEST message, current TS 29.118 provides inconsistent statements: 

In procedure section 5.1.2.2:
"If the paging is due to a NW-initiated Call Independent SS procedure as defined in 3GPP TS 24.010 [9], the VLR may include the SS code in the SGsAP-PAGING-REQUEST message as defined in 3GPP TS 29.002 [15].".

In message definition section 8.14.6:
"8.14.6	SS code
The VLR shall include this information element if paging is due to a NW-initiated Call Independent SS procedure (see 3GPP TS 24.010 [9]).".

When checking the history CR#0179 (C1-113485) which touched this point, one can see it is optional to include the SS code in the SGsAP-PAGING-REQUEST message in the concerned case.
