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1. Overall Description:
CT1 thanks SA2 for the LS on re-establishment of the MBS context during mobility registration update or service request procedure.
CT1 has discussed the questions from SA2 and would like to provide the following answers:
	Q1: Considering the related N1SM and N2SM information needs to be sent to UE and NG-RAN during the multicast session join/leave procedures as specified in Rel-17, is it possible and desirable for the SMF to handle the procedure as described in the two solutions? For example, how is the MBS session related context information is sent to UE and NG-RAN without SM message?


A1: It is expected that the SMF should send the MBS session related context information to the NG-RAN and the UE as specified in Rel-17, in order to support the procedure as described in solution #20 and #21. One difference is that, in the case that the UE indicates to the network the local release of multicast MBS session(s), it may not be necessary for the SMF to provide the MBS session related context information to the UE.
	Q2: Separating the MM and the SM signaling is a design principle of the 5GS from beginning. In the solutions, the UE includes multicast MBS session information container, which is information for SM handling, in the MM signalling (i.e. Registration Request and Service Request). Do CT1/CT4/RAN3 see problems with adopting this proposed procedure in Rel-18, considering the potential issue to be solved, e.g. coordinating the MM/SM handling?


A2: The process when the UE indicates the multicast MBS session status in the UE (i.e. locally leave or remain joined) in the registration and service request procedures, is similar to the existing process when the UE indicates PDU session status during those procedures. There is no issue / problem identified with adopting this in Rel-18.
CT1 would also like to confirm that the UE may locally leave the multicast MBS session(s) without the request from the network, and synchronizing of the multicast MBS session status between the UE and the network needs to be considered and addressed in a signalling efficient way.
