1. Overall Description:
CT1 thanks SA2 for the LS on LPP message and supplementary service event report over a user plane connection between UE and LMF. CT1 notes the SA2 conclusions in 23.700-71 clause 8.1 for KI#1, Architectural Enhancement to support User Plane positioning, and CT1 has the following observations:

· LMF provides the UE with UP address information and the UE using currently specified methods for PDU sessions establishes a UP connection to the LMF
· The established UP connection is used for positioning messages between UE and LMF

CT1 has the following comments:

· For LMF to UE information, CP transport is currently supported for transparent transport via NAS (LCS and LPP).
· If an existing protocol can be reused or enhanced, e.g. LCS, there is no CT1 impact for the NAS transport part.
· If a new protocol is created, updates to 24.501 are needed for NAS to support forwarding of such protocol messages.
· Depending on the selected protocol for LMF to UE information there may be CT1 impact, e.g. LCS enhancements impact TS 24.571.
· The use of UP addressing information to trigger UP establishment is outside NAS and expected by CT1 to be handled in upper layers/application from a NAS perspective.
· To use an established PDU session for transport of positioning messages (LPP) via UP, there may be TS 24.571 impact.
· For specification of transport of positioning messages (LPP) via UP a new protocol TS is likely needed and this could be created by CT1.

Thus, for a solution as outlined in 23.700-71 clause 8.1, CT1 impact is identified for TS 24.571, and in addition creation of a new CT1 TS. Depending on decisions in other WGs for transport/procedures of LMF UP addressing information, there is possible 24.501 impact.
