	About how to apply the T3402 in the attach accept or TAU accept message, following issues need to be clarified:
Issue 1: whether the network shall include the T3402 in every registration accept message if the network wants to apply this T3402, because the following is contradicted.
The value of timer T3402 can be sent by the network to the UE in the ATTACH ACCEPT message and TRACKING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT message. If the value is different from "deactivated", the UE shall apply this value in all tracking areas of the list of tracking areas assigned to the UE, until a new value is received.
The default value of this timer is also used by the UE in the following cases:
-	ATTACH ACCEPT message or TRACKING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT message is received without a value specified;
As specified, the received T3402 in the registration accept message is applicable in the registration area, see below:
The value of timer T3402 can be sent by the network to the UE in the ATTACH ACCEPT message and TRACKING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT message. If the value is different from "deactivated", the UE shall apply this value in all tracking areas of the list of tracking areas assigned to the UE, until a new value is received.
but never specified the following issues:
Issue 2: if the UE moves out the registration area, can the UE apply the last recevied T3402?
Issue 3: if the UE receives the updated registration area GUTI REALLOCATION COMMAND, can the UE apply the last recevied T3402?
Issue 4: if the UE recevied the registration accept messge with periodic registration message type without T3402, can the UE apply the last received T3402?
About issue 1, to make it clear that the network shall include the T3402 in every registration accept message if the network wants to apply this T3402, it is proposed to remove “until a new value is received”. 
About issue 2, because the T3402 received in the registration accept message is applicable in the registration area, it is proposed that when the UE moves out of the registration area, the UE shall apply the default value;
About issue 3, because the T3402 received in the registration accept message is applicable in the registration area, when the registration area is changed, the UE shall remove the received T3402;
About issue 4, the network shall also include the T3402 in the periodic registration, hence no exception for the periodic registration that if there is no specific value in the registration accept message, the UE shall apply the default value.
