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	When forwarding a Floor Request from a floor participant to the controlling function of the regroup, the non-controlling function adds a Track Info field with the temporary identity of the requestor to allow the corelation of the response received from the controlling to that request.
The issue is that the controlling cannot determine the identity of the requestor from transport information (as it is the case when the Floor Request comes from a participating server) because there is only one session between the NCF and the CF, unlike between the PF and the CF.
To allow the CF to indicate the identity of the talking party to all other participants in the regroup, the CF needs to get the identity of the requestor in the Floor Request message received from the NCF.
The CF can then include that user Id in the Floor Taken messages sent to other non-controlling functions.
The NCF already includes that user id in the Floor Taken messages it generates itself to the participants in its constituent group.
