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1. Overall Description:
CT1 would like to thank SA2 for the questions provided in the LS "C1-233035 / S2-2211347".
CT1 would like to provide the following answers to SA2:

>For Question 1:
How will the UE react if the PCF provides a Policy Section that contains only the PSI and there is no Policy Section stored in the UE with that PSI?

>CT1 answer:
The following is specified in TS 24.501 for Rel-17 (V17.9.0) in Annex D.2.1.2 (normative):

Upon receipt of the MANAGE UE POLICY COMMAND message with a PTI value currently not used by a network-requested UE policy management procedure, for each instruction included in the UE policy section management list IE, the UE shall:
a)	store the received UE policy section of the instruction, if the UE has no stored UE policy section associated with the same UPSI as the UPSI associated with the instruction;
b)	replace the stored UE policy section with the received UE policy section of the instruction, if the UE has a stored UE policy section associated with the same UPSI as the UPSI associated with the instruction; or
c)	delete the stored UE policy section, if the UE has a stored UE policy section associated with the same UPSI as the UPSI associated with the instruction and the UE policy section contents of the instruction is empty;

So basically, following the above statements in TS 24.501, the UE has two things to check when it receives UE policy section from PCF, in order to decide for the next action:
1) Whether the UE has a stored UE policy section associated with same UPSI as the received UPSI.
2) Whether the received UE policy section associated with the received UPSI is empty or not.

Hence for the scenario asked by SA2:

=>If the UE checks first 1) then 2), then the UE will fall into bullet a) and tries to store the received policy, but since the received policy section is empty then a logically behaving UE shall do nothing and simply ignores the received UPSI.
=> If the UE checks first 2) then 1), then the UE will fall into bullet c) and tries to delete the stored policy, but since the UE has no stored UPSI as the received one then a logically behaving UE shall do nothing and simply ignores the received UPSI.

Hence in all cases, a logically behaving UE shall ignore the received UPSI in the scenario mentioned by SA2.


>For Question 2:
Will the same UE behaviour be expected for a Rel-15, Rel-16 and Rel-17 UE?

>CT1 answer:
Same requirements above (TS 24.501 Annex D.2.1.2) exist since Rel-15. Hence behaviour shall be the same for Rel-15, Rel-16 and Rel-17.
