	TS 23.503 6.6.2.4 specifies:
If the PCF indicates to the UE to send reporting of URSP rule enforcement, and if a UE URSP rule includes Connection Capabilities in the TD (see clause 6.6.2.1):
-	when a UE associates a newly detected application to a new PDU Session based on URSP evaluation result (see clause 6.6.2.3), the UE shall include in the PDU Session Establishment Request (see clause 4.3.2.2.1 of TS 23.502 [3]) the Connection Capabilities contained in the Traffic descriptor of the associated URSP rule.
-	when a UE associates a newly detected application to an existing PDU Session based on URSP evaluation result (see clause 6.6.2.3), the UE shall send a PDU Session Modification Request (see clause 4.3.3.2 of TS 23.502 [3]) including the Connection Capabilities contained in the Traffic descriptor of the associated URSP rule.
In addition, TS 23.503CR 0947 mentions the following:
NOTE 1:	UE reporting of URSP rule enforcement can increase the amount of signalling in the network. Use of this feature is recommended to be restricted for specific UEs and URSP rules based on the deployment choices of the operator.If the UE enforces several URSP rules for multiple applications, and these multiple applications' traffic are all associated to this PDU session, in order reduce the number of uplink NAS messages, the UE may include more than one URSP rule enforcement report in one PDU Session Modification Request to 5GC (see clause 4.3.3.2 of TS 23.502 [3]).
NOTE 2:	A rule with the "match-all" traffic descriptor cannot contain Connection Capabilities in the Traffic descriptor. The format and values of the Traffic descriptor component type identifier are defined in clause 5.2 of TS 24.526 [19].

It is suggested to update TS 24.526 clause 4.2 to align to stage 2.
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	Update TS 24.526 clause 4.2 to support reporting of URSP rule enforcement.
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4.2.x	Reporting of URSP rule enforcement
URSP rule enforcement for a specific application and a specific URSP rule can be reported to the network. 
The URSP rule to be reported after enforcement contains the connection capabilities in the traffic descriptors. A rule with the "match-all" traffic descriptor cannot contain connection capabilities in the traffic descriptor.
URSP rule enforcement report includes the connection capabilities contained in the traffic descriptor of the associated URSP rule. If more than one connection capabilities are contained in the traffic descriptor of the associated URSP rule, and not all match the application, the UE only includes those matching the application. If several URSP rules for multiple applications are enforced, and these multiple applications' traffic are all associated to a PDU session, more than one URSP rule enforcement can be reported at the same time.
If the UE supports reporting of URSP rule enforcement, the URSP rule matching the application contains the connection capabilities in the traffic descriptor, the UE has URSP rule enforcement report indication, and
-	the traffic descriptor of the URSP rule matches the application information of a newly detected application and associates the application with a new PDU Session; or
-	the traffic descriptor of the URSP rule matches the application information of a newly detected application and associates the application with an existing PDU Session;
the UE shall send URSP rule enforcement report including the connection capabilities provided by the associated application (i.e. only the matched connection capabilities in traffic descriptor), to the network according to 3GPP TS 24.501 [11].
