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1. Introduction
[bookmark: _GoBack]This document discusses IMS data channel interaction with eCNAM (Enhanced Calling Name) service specified in 3GPP TS 24.196 [1].

2. Discussion
The eCNAM service provides the terminating subscriber with the name associated with the originating subscriber and optionally delivers metadata (e.g., address, language) about that originating subscriber. 
eCNAM is a terminating service and the terminating AS needs to retrieve the name data and the additional caller information from data sources that is provided by the originating network. During this procedure, it only involves the handling of some header fields, i.e. P-Asserted-Identity, Identity, Call-Info Privacy and From. No media negotiation and media handling are involved. 
So, it has no interaction with IMS data channel.

3. Proposal
It’s proposed to add the conclusion above into 3GPP TS 24.186 [2].
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
