	As stated in LS from SA plenary, SP-240497, SA plenary agreed to define UE Ranging/SL Positioning privacy profile in TS 33.533(CR#0055). Based on 
TS 33.533 CR#0055 and statement in clause 6.3 of TS 33.533, the following description for privacy check can be observed:
· For operation involving 5GC, the UE privacy profile for Ranging/SL positioning is defined and stored in UDM. When receiving the RangingSL Pos or LCS client Positioning service request from the AF/5GC NF, the GMLC interacts with the UDM to check the UE privacy profile
· For UE-only Operation in which the network is not involved in Ranging/Sidelink positioning, the authorization for UE privacy is based on the local configured privacy verification information to determine whether its location related information can be exposed to the peer UE or not.
So, the UE profile defined in TS 33.533 is only used for UE privacy check in network, and for UE-only operation, the UE privacy check is based on the local configured privacy verification information without definition of the related information.
So, for the following EN in clause 7.4.2.3 of TS 24.514, there is no requirement for normative description.

Upon receiving the sidelink positioning service request message, the target UE shall:
· for a1), requests either the LMF or SL positioning server UE performing the ranging and sidelink positioning operation to obtain the ranging and sidelink positioning result;
-	for a2), act as SL positioning server UE performing the ranging and sidelink positioning operation to obtain the ranging and sidelink positioning result;
-	for a3), trigger 5GC-MO-LR procedure to acquire its own absolute location if not available; and
-	 send sidelink positioning service response message including the sidelink positioning result to the initiating UE.
Editor’s Note:	For case a3), the need for a privacy check depends on SA2/SA3 output.
NOTE:	For case a3), it is up to UE implementation whether and how to perform privacy check when a target UE request the absolute location from a located UE for ranging and sidelink positioning during the Sidelink Mobile Originated Location Request (SL-MO-LR) procedure.
