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1. Introduction
This PCR describes the handling of the Reactivation Requested cause when NBIFOM is used.
2. Reason for Change
The use of the reactivation requested cause when a PDN connection is released is specified outside NBIFOM. With NBIFOM as the PDN connection may be established over the two accesses, it is needed to specify how a NBIFOM UE receiving the cause reactivation requested on one access will behave. It is proposed that the NBIFOM UE also releases the PDN connection over the other access and then re-establish the PDN connection.
This description will be used for P-CSCF restoration as described in TS 23.380 or in SIPTO when a new PDN-GW is selected.
3. Conclusions

The handling of Reactivation Requested cause when NBIFOM is used is described in the UE procedures for network-initiated removals of 3GPP access, trusted WLAN using MCM and untrusted WLAN. There is no description for the trusted WLAN using SCM as the Reactivation Requested cause cannot be transmitted to the UE in this case.

Handling of the reactivation requested cause
Upon receipt of a DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST to release a PDN connection with the cause "reactivation requested" over the 3GPP access or upon receipt of a Detach request with the cause "reattach required" over the 3GPP access as described in 3GPP TS 24.301 [xx], if the PDN connection(s) is established on both accesses, the UE shall initiate the release of the impacted  PDN connection(s) over the WLAN access, then re-establish the PDN connection(s) at least over one access, the choice of the access being implementation specific.
Editor’s note:  When the UE is mandated to detach with "reattach required" whether the UE is always mandated to release PDN connection(s) in order to progress the reattach is FFS.

Upon receipt of a PDN DISCONNECT REQUEST to release a PDN connection with the cause "reactivation requested" over the trusted WLAN access as described in 3GPP TS 24.244 [zz], if the PDN connection is established on both accesses, the UE shall initiate the release of the PDN connection over the 3GPP access, then re-establish the PDN connection at least over one access, the choice of the access being implementation specific.

Network-initiated removal of untrusted WLAN
5.5.1.8.x
Handling of the reactivation requested cause
Upon receipt of an INFORMATIONAL request message including the DELETE payload and a NOTIFY payload with a private status type indicating a reactivation requested cause as described in 3GPP TS 24.302 [yy] and if the PDN connection is established on both accesses, the UE shall initiate the release of the PDN connection over the 3GPP access s, then re-establish the PDN connection  at least over one access, the choice of the access being implementation specific.
Editor’s Note: this subclause requires that the transfer of the reactivation requested cause over untrusted WLAN (IKEv2)  is specified.
