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1	Overall description
CT3 has observed that stage 3 requirements on the SEAL-S interface and SEAL requirements on NRM and LM are duplicated in 3GPP TS 24.545, TS 24,548 and 3GPP TS 29.549. As duplicated requirements increase the risk of interoperability issue so that the SEAL-S has to support both protocol variants, which also increases the effort in maintaining the existing protocol realization and developing future extensions. 
In CT1 specified SEAL-S and SEAL-X, HTTP/XML or SIP may be used (e.g. TS 24.545, clause 6.2.6 for location subscription). CT4 and CT3 agreed (by the time of R15) to only use HTTP/JSON in the 5GC service API (see LS CP-172074) and this was also adapted to the 3GPP northbound APIs in WID CP-193175. Here the SEAL-S and SEAL-X should apply the same principle.
CT3 prefers to keep the specification of SEAL-S interface in 3GPP TS 29.549 which uses HTTP/JSON and kindly requests CT1 to remove duplicated and overlapping requirements from 3GPP TS 24.545 and TS 24.548.
Identification of the duplication and overlap can be found in the attached Discussion paper.
