o   Agree on a CT1/CT3 Joint session for coordination that will be held after CT1#127-e and CT3#113-e, between Feb 1st and Feb 24th. Ideally, a meeting around Feb 11th will let enough time after CT1#127-e and CT3#113-e for delegates to prepare material for the joint session and will give the possibility to prepare discussions/contributions for CT1#128-e and CT3#114-e, especially if a revision of the WID is needed.
                CT1 & CT3 Chairs support the proposal and will work on the details.

· CP-203107, Revised WID on Authentication and Key management for applications based on 3GPP credential in 5G.

3. As per CP-203266, Administravia, the following relevant information was discussed:

· TEI handling: The use of TEIxx was presented according to TS 21.900. According to the document and as a general approach, the use of TEIxx should be avoided for new functionality, especially (but not limited) when impacting several TSs and WGs.

· WI Creation: The document also proposes the criteria for a  stage 3 WI to be accepted.

The contribution was noted.
4. As per CP-203258, the new voting tool was presented and a test “Music Entertainment” election took place with CT WG Chairs candidatures to identify issues with the tool and allow delegates to get familiar with it.

The tool worked fine.
5. CT WGs Terms of Reference

All CT WG ToRs were approved. Chairs and delegates were thanked for the work.
6. Dates for Release 17 

The TSG RAN, TSG SA and TSG CT chair propose in CP-203248 that Release 17 is shifted by 6 months, which would result in the following timeline:
· Rel-17 stage 2 freeze (relevant for SA/CT) – June 2021 (TSGs#92)

· Rel-17 stage 3 freeze – March 2022 (TSGs#95)

· Rel-17 protocol coding freeze (ASN.1, OpenAPI, …) – June 2022 (TSGs#96)

The proposal is approved by CT.
7. As per CP-203249 dates for the 2022 and 2023 TSG plenary meetings are presented, as agreed by the TSG chairs. Additionally, the paper includes instructions on host selection and country selection. 

WG Chairs are asked to plan the dates for these two years. A meeting is planned with the hosting organizations and 3GPP Chairs for the week after the Plenary. 
8. As per CP-203251, TSG Chairs are supportive to the usage of inclusive language in 3GPP and proposes a replacement of offensive terms and a guidance for the WG for the implementation of the related changes. Drafting procedures are updated accordingly. CT endorses the proposal. Further discussions expected at SA level. Separate instructions on how to comply with this proposal will be provided to CT3. 
9. As per CP-203009, Support Team report from MCC provides data on how CRs, TSs and delegation is being increased significantly in the last years. The paper identifies some issues related to the quality of TSs/TRs and provides some reminders to rapporteurs and Chairs. Rapporteurs are reminded in this contribution that for new TSs to be sent to the Plenary, the TSs are made available at the time the WG meeting is finished. CT WG Chairs highlighted the difficulty to make this possible.

CT Chair thanked the good work for all delegates & WG Chairs for the work during this complicate year.
