	Reason for change:
	TS 23.287 specifies in clause 6.2.3 that the PCF discovery is based in the V2X Capability.
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And TS 29.513 specifies that the PCF discovery can be based on the feature support, in this specific case the support of V2X feature and/or ProSe feature. 

However, the feature description does not specify that it is required to register these features in the NRF and that it is required the NFsc selects a PCF that supports the V2X feature when the UE indicates the support of V2X communications and/or the ProSe feature when the UE indicates the support of ProSe capabilities.

The optional features in table 5.8-1 are defined for the Npcf_UEPolicyControl API. They shall be negotiated using the extensibility mechanism defined in subclause 6.6 of 3GPP TS 29.500 [5].

	This feature indicates support for the race condition handling as defined in 3GPP TS 29.513 [7].

	PlmnChange
	This feature indicates support for the change of PLMN trigger handling.

	ConnectivityStateChange
	This feature indicates support for the UE connectivity state change trigger handling.

	4
	V2X
	This feature indicates support for the UE policy provisioning and N2 information provisioning for V2X communications.

When the PCF registers in the NRF, the PCF shall indicate the support of the V2X feature in the NF profile registered in NRF.

A NF service consumer (e.g. AMF) shall select PCF(s) that supports the V2X feature when the UE indicates V2X capability and the UE is authorized to use V2X service based on subscription data.

	GroupIdListChange
	This feature indicates the support for the notification of changes in the list of internal group identifiers.

	6
	ImmediateReport
	This feature indicates the support of the current applicable values report corresponding to the policy control request triggers for policy update notification.

	7
	ErrorResponse
	This feature indicates support for “404 Not Found” error response code for policy update notification between AMF and (V-)PCF. 

	8
	ES3XX
	Extended Support for 3xx redirections. This feature indicates the support of redirection for any service operation, according to Stateless NF procedures as specified in subclauses 6.5.3.2 and 6.5.3.3 of 3GPP TS 29.500 [5] and according to HTTP redirection principles for indirect communication, as specified in subclause 6.10.9 of 3GPP TS 29.500 [5].

	ProSe
	This feature indicates support of UE policy and N2 information provisioning for 5G ProSe.

The PCF shall indicate the support of the ProSe feature in the NF profile registered in NRF.

A NF service consumer (e.g. AMF) shall select PCF(s) that supports the ProSe feature when the UE indicates the 5G ProSe capability and the UE is authorized to use 5G ProSe service based on subscription data.
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
