CT3 thanks SA6 for on the work carried out on CAPIF alignment with ETSI ISG MEG.
CT3 defined CAPIF interfaces/APIs in 3GPP TS 29.222 starting from Rel-15. All the CAPIF APIs that have been defined are using RESTful (or RPC when relevant/needed) architectural design style and HTTP/JSON as application-layer protocol/data-interchange format.
CT3 has hence agreed the attached CR to enhance 3GPP TS 29.222 to to support AEFs with non-RESTful NBIs defined by other SDOs (e.g. ETSI MEC). It was however clearly indicated that this is not applicable to the AEFs (e.g. SCEF, NEF) defined by 3GPP.
