	The description of the Notification mechanism (clause 5.2.5.2), which applies to many NBIs of 29.122, 29.522, and more, has three important mistakes:
· It states that the notifications are sent to the SCEF.
· It specifies that notification destinations are passed in the "notificationDestination" attribute.
· It is unclear about "who/what" designates where to send notifications.

	Corrected the description of the notification mechanism to reflect that notifications are sent to the SCS/AS at an address (notification destination) that may be indicated by an attribute with a different name (e.g. notifUri, notificationUri, as done in various NBIs).

If a delivery of notifications is required for an API, the SCS/AS shall provide a notification destination URI, which designates to the SCEF where the SCEF shall send the HTTP Notifications. This URI is provided within the "notificationDestination"an attribute (e.g. "notificationDestination", "notifUri", "notificationUri") defined in the data types that are passed in a request to create a resource that represents a subscription to notifications, designating where to send HTTP Notifications to the SCEF unless it is specified for that API that a preconfigured destination address is used.
The SCS/AS may provide the same "notification Ddestination URI" for several subscriptions, and the SCEF should then use the same HTTP connection to deliver related notifications.
The SCEF shall take the role of the HTTP client on the HTTP connection for the delivery of Notifications. Subclause 5.2.2 shall also apply for this HTTP connection with the exception that an SCEF (rather than an SCS/AS) desiring to use HTTP/2 shall use the HTTP upgrade mechanism to negotiate applicable HTTP version.
