	TS 23.503 has defined the change of HR-SBO support indication as always reported to the PCF without the need of subscription. The corresponding Policy Control Request Trigger has been defined accordingly in TS 29.512, clause 5.6.3.6.

For HR-SBO scenarios if the "HR-SBO" feature is supported and the H-PCF receives the "hrsboInd" attribute set to "true" as part of the Npcf_SMPolicyControl_Create request, the PCF may provision the Specific Offloading Policy for the current serving VPLMN. In this case, the PCF shall include the VPLMN Specific Offloading Policy within the "vplmnOffload" attribute in the response. In this case, the H-PCF shall subscribe to "PLMN_CH" event trigger. 
If the "HR-SBO" feature is supported, the H-PCF shall subscribe "HR_SBO_IND_CHG" event trigger.
NOTE:	VPLMN Specific Offloading Policy can be provisioned in HPLMN per each VPLMN based on the service level agreement between HPLMN and VPLMN.
