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1. Overall Description:

CT3 has discussed the issue of NAT traversal solutions in PCC, in particular, when Interactive Connectivity Establishment (ICE) protocol for NAT traversal is used.  Two discussion papers were presented providing information on the issues associated with ICE and PCC. 

Additionally, a solution to provide an important solution on the usage of STUN relays in PCC regarding ICE was presented that was supported by three companies.  However, two companies objected on having any work in Release 7 for resolving NAT traversal in PCC having concerns with the status of the stage 2 specifications, mainly 23.203 and 23.228.
The following questions/concerns were raised during the meeting:

1) 3GPP TS 23.228 has a normative annex (Annex G) having procedures regarding ICE and IMS.  Two companies had concerns that these procedures are not stable enough to instigate work in CT3 due to an editor’s note in Annex G.6.5 regarding PCC.
· Are the stage 2 procedures regarding ICE protocol usage in IMS stable enough to justify ICE resolution for PCC having in mind that CT1 is already providing solutions on ICE in TS 24.229?

2) 3GPP TS 23.203 (clause 4.3.3.2) has a mandatory requirement to provide policy control in the presence of NAT devices.

· Should solutions for NAT traversal and in particular ICE required to be standardised for Release 7 PCC?
