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1. Background:

CT3 thanks SA5 for the LS S5-112591 on the work split between SA5 and CT3 for QoS Control based on Subscriber Spending Limits, CT3 is happy to acknowledge that we are going to have a joint session with SA5 in November San Francisco meeting. Agenda details and schedule for such session will be coordinated by the CT3 Chairman before the meeting. CT3 is also happy to have conference call and email discussion with SA5 if interested topics have been identified by both groups.
In addition, to facilitate coordination between CT3 and SA5:  SA5 and CT3 delegates should work closely together on company level between the meetings.

CT3 would like to provide the following answers for the questions from SA5:

· SA5 informs CT3 that the dependency between the OCS’s logical functions and the message flows using the Sy interface will be specified in TS 32.296.
[CT3 answer]
CT3 thanks SA5 for such information, CT3 would like to inform SA5 that message flows over Sy interface in CT3 will be specified in TS 29.213; and the OCS structure defined in CT3 is fully align to SA2 definition.
· SA5 requests that CT3 does not undertake any work that would generate inconsistencies with other OCS interfaces and the corresponding logic on spending limit information.

[CT3 answer]
For QoS Control based on Subscriber Spending Limits, CT3 aims to not go into details of the internal OCS structure, other than the current SA2 architecture.
· SA5 suggests that CT3 considers re-using AVPs defined in TS 32.296, e.g. Counter AVP, as part of the specification for Sy because counter specific parameters have been specified.
[CT3 answer]
CT3 has fully discussed the possible way to define Sy protocol AVP, and have not found any AVPs that can be reused in the current stage; CT3 has reached agreement to define Sy protocol AVP in agreed contribution C3-111540. CT3 would ask SA5 to provide comments for Sy protocol AVP and message definitions.
· SA5 suggests that CT3 considers the potential reuse of an existing Diameter application where possible.
[CT3 answer]
The definition of Sy protocol is ongoing in CT3. Reuse is one aspect that will be taken into consideration. However, CT3 would like ask SA5 to clarify which Diameter application could be reused.
