IBCF acting as an exit point and IBCF acting as an entry point on each side of an II-NNI can use the II-NNI traversal scenario type when determine which local policy to use when handling a received SIP request. Different impacted aspects of the local policy are detailed in subclause 4.5:

Disallowing communication related to certain II-NNI traversal scenario types;
