6.X.1	Description
This solution addresses the Key Issue #3 (Interoperability issues caused by multiple options co-existence) and proposes to recommend UP function to support the feature of allocating UE IP address/prefix from 3GPP Rel-17 onwards.
It states that the support of UE IP address/prefix allocation by the CP function is mandatory. The support of UE IP address/prefix allocation by the UP function is optional, in clause 5.21.1 of 3GPP TS 29.244. However, the actual use cases are complex and varied, some of these use cases may require the UP function to allocate the UE IP address/prefix or at least be beneficial from UP function allocating the UE IP address/prefix (non-exhaustive list):
-	Local UE IP address pool is used.
-	UP function is deployed on customer side and IP address/prefix resource is controlled by customer.
-	Policy requirements of operators, especially when UP functions from different vendors are deployed together.
Not supporting this feature requires CP function (or external server) to allocate the UE IP address/prefix in all use cases which would add complexity for some of these use cases and even cannot be aligned with operator’s or customer’s needs.

6.X.2	Impacts on services, entities and interfaces
CP function:
-	None.
UP function:
-	Support the feature of allocating UE IP address/prefix, if not already supported by the UP function.
6.X.3	Pros
-	All vendors' UP function supports to allocate UE IP address/prefix thus can be deployed together (within one operator’s) in uses cases which require UP function to allocate the UE IP address/prefix. 
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-	None.
