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	Reason for change:
	According to TS 24.501 and TS 23.122, the USIM can provide a CAG information list for initial CAG access to enable a UE supporting CAG but without the “CAG information list” to access a CAG-only cell in the automatic network selection mode.

In the case a large amount of CAG-Identifiers share the same CAG-Identifier prefix and are included in the same Entry need to be configured, it is suggested to define a wildcard CAG-Identifier to enable optimisation of the configuration.

The allowed CAG-Identifiers may be configured in the USIM with a Wildcard CAG-Identifier. A wildcard CAG-Identifier represents a collection of CAG-Identifiers that share the same CAG-Identifier prefix and are included in the same Entry within a CAG information list. A wildcard CAG-Identifier enables optimisation of the configuration of CAG-Identifiers in the USIM for the case in which a large amount of CAG-Identifiers need to be configured in the USIM for initial CAG access. 
A wildcard CAG-Identifier is only included in the "CAG information list" in the USIM. When an Entry in "CAG information list" contains a wildcard CAG-Identifier, it can only contain one, and cannot coexist with any CAG-Identifier.
The Wildcard CAG-Identifier has the same format as the CAG-Identifier, with the following exceptions:
-	A Wildcard CAG-Identifier is the prefix of a CAG-Identifier.
-	A Wildcard CAG-Identifier is of variable length. The length of the Wildcard CAG-Identifier shall be in multiple of 8, with a minimum size of 8 bits and a maximum size of 24 bits.
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
