	SA2 LS (C4-212414/ S2-2103229) has indicated that group subscription will be applied to UEs registered later than the group subscription creation:

"Q1:	Does a group subscription (with or without a maximum number of reports) created in UDM by NEF apply to group members that register to the network after the group subscription is created? 
SA2 answer: Yes."

As stated in TS 29.518, when a UE with group subscription is moved to a new AMF and the group subscription doesn't exist on the new AMF, the new AMF will create the group subscription and inform the UDM. As this new created group subscription will be applied to any group member UEs registered later into this AMF, the original configuration of the group subscriptions (e.g. the max number of reports) shall be available in the new created group subscription in the new AMF, which should be carried in the UE context in the moved UE from the old AMF.

Currently the group subscription within UE context only contains the remaining number of reports for this UE. The max number of reports for group subscription shall also be added.
