3GPP Forge "Linter" tool defines a set of executing rules that shall be respected by all OpenAPI specification files hosted in 3GPP Forge. Hereinafter an exhaustive list of these executing rules together with a brief description of each one of them:
· "UNIQUE_OPERATION_IDS", i.e. Operation IDs defined for service operations shall be unique within an API.
· "NO_UNUSED_COMPONENTS", i.e. there shall be no component (e.g. data type) defined in an API, but never referenced within the same API.
· "NO_TABS", i.e. Tabs shall not be used in the OpenAPI specification file of an API (e.g. within description fields).
· "NO_UNBREAKABLE_SPACES", i.e. "Unbreakable" spaces shall not be used in the OpenAPI specification file of an API (e.g. within description fields). Only "normal" spaces shall be allowed.
· "REQUIRED_DESCRIPTION", i.e. each component (e.g. data type) defined in an API shall have a description field containing a description of the component (e.g. description of the data type).
· "REQUIRED_SERVER", i.e. a "servers" section shall always be defined for an API.
· "REQUIRED_PROPERTIES_MUST_EXIST", i.e. the properties that are defined as required shall always exist (e.g. the "required" attribute should not contain an empty list or a property that does not exist).
· "REQUIRED_SECURITY_DEFINITIONS", i.e. a "security" section shall always be defined for an API.
· "NO_$REF_SIBLINGS", i.e. the "$Ref" object shall not have siblings. In other words, it shall not be extended with additional properties.
These rules shall hence be respected when designing new APIs/services or extending/enhancing existing ones, with the following exceptions:
· OpenAPI specification files containing common data types to several APIs (e.g. CommonData API defined in 3GPP TS 29.571 [5]) shall be allowed to not respect the "NO_UNUSED_COMPONENTS", "REQUIRED_SERVER" and "REQUIRED_SECURITY_DEFINITIONS" executing rules.
· Components defined via a "$Ref" object (cf. example below) shall be allowed to not respect the "REQUIRED_DESCRIPTION" executing rule.
