	Reason for change:
	This CR corrects SBI TS Skeleton Template.

When designing new SBI specification for one or more APIs, oftentimes CT4 members share the work. In order to avert work duplication, a work plan is drafted. API design however implies multiple dependencies between (a) the resource definitions, (b) the resource URI, (c) one or more of the used HTTP methods or custom operations, (d) respective service operation and (e) the new or the reused data types in the respective message bodies.

Currently, Table 6.1.3.1-1 shows dependency between (a) – (d) and neglects dependency on the (e), the data types. Extending the table with (e) will further facilitate the work sharing and harmonization, this averting naming errors. Such table will become a summary of a given API.
