The Nupf_EventExposure service enables the UPF to expose UPF related information to the service consumers, e.g. local NEF, AF, etc. Via Nupf_EventExposure service the UPF exposes the UPF related information in the following manners:
-	Subscribe/Notify:
	The NF service consumers create the subscription on the event of interest directly or via SMF. The only defined consumers of UPF event SUBSCRIBE are SMF, and NWDAF. 
The direct subscription to UPF shall be possible for data collection where UPF is the source as defined in TS 23.288 [5], i.e. the following two cases:
-	Data collected by NWDAF for UPF load analytics.
-	Analytics targeting "any UE" (possibly for specific DNN and or slices) and not related with an AoI or BSSID/SSID or with a specific data flow.
The indirect subscription to UPF via SMF shall be possible for PDU Sessions related events:
-	Event: QoS monitoring. Subscription is always indirect via SMF. UPF and SMF interact using PFCP.
-	Event: UserDataUsageMeasures. SBI based subscription operation shall be used by SMF.
-	Event: UserDataUsageTrends. SBI based subscription operation shall be used by SMF.
-	Notify:
When requires, When required, the SMF instructs the UPF to report the subscribed event directly to the service consumer. The only defined consumers of UPF event notifications are AF/NEF, TSNAF/TSCTSF and NWDAF. QoS Monitoring events directly to a local NEF or AF via N4 interface as specified in 3GPP TS 29.244 [15]. Upon the event of interest the UPF sends notification directly to the local NEF or AFconsumer via Nupf interface.
	The event notification may contain following information:
-	QoS Monitoring report, e.g. end to end delay for a specific QoS flow of a PDU session.
-	UserDataUsageMeasures, e.g. information of user data usage of the User PDU Session.
-	UserDataUsageTrends, e.g.. statistical measurements.

NOTE:	In the current release direct subscription from NF service consumer to UPF is not supported.
