1. Overall Description:
3GPP TS 23.273 has specified that the LMF determines the access type allowed for the UE for event reporting includes the "E-UTRAN connected to EPC":

[bookmark: _Toc145928613]6.19.3	Location Service Continuity between EPS and 5GS (bi-direction) for deferred MT-LR
…
3a.	[Conditional] In the periodic or triggered 5GC-MT-LR case, if the LCS QoS class in location request is "multiple QoS class" and the LMF determines the access type allowed for the UE for event reporting includes "E-UTRAN connected to EPC", the LMF may determine the mapped location QoS which can be applicable to EPS based on the original multiple QoS. The mapping may be performed by choosing the most or least stringent values from the "LocationQoS" and set the "LcsQoSClass" in "LocationQoS" as the "Best Effort" or 'Assured'. The mapping strategy performed by LMF is operator dependent.
However, it is not clearly specified that how the LMF can perform the determination.
As specified in TS 29.572, the AMF is already providing the Access type allowed for reporting for access types connected to 5GS:

The AMF derives the allowed access types for reporting above based on the mobility restrictions of the in AM Policy Subscription from UDM and possibly also with local configuration in the AMF. With the same logic, CT4 considers that the AMF can also determine the allowed access type for reporting via "E-UTRAN connected to EPC", i.e. the UE is not restricted to the RAT type "E-UTRAN" and the UE is not restricted to the Core Network Type "EPC", and if allowed provides the access type for "E-UTRAN connected to EPC" to the the LMF. Then LMF simply determines whether the "E-UTRAN connected to EPC" access type for reporting is provided by the AMF or not.

Based on above consideration, CT4 has agreed the attached CR to extend the ReportingAccessType data type include the "E-UTRAN connected to EPC" access type.

2. Actions:

ACTION: 	CT4 kindly asks SA2 to confirm whether the CT4 consideration and the agreed CR are aligned with SA2 intention. Otherwise, CT4 kindly asks SA2 to clarify how the LMF can determine the access type allowed for the UE for event reporting includes "E-UTRAN connected to EPC".
