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1. Overall Description:

TSG GERAN WG2 thanks TSG RAN2 for the previous Liaison Statements on this subject. 

TSG GERAN WG2 would like to inform RAN WG2 and CN WG1 that CRs to introduce support of the call set-up delay reduction feature to Release-5 of GERAN have been agreed. GERAN WG2 has discussed the introduction of this feature and have decided: 

1) The benefit introduced by the compressed coding of the INTER RAT HANDOVER INFO message justifies the overhead of carrying the support indication in the IMMEDIATE ASSIGNMENT message. 

2) The benefit introduced by the “limitation of the pre-defined configurations” further reduction feature did not justify the overhead of carrying the support indication over the air interface and therefore the indication of this optional feature has not been included in the GERAN specifications.

Currently there is no signalling support for the limitation of the pre-defined configuration reporting, so this feature could be deleted from Release-5 by RAN WG2 or if CN WG1 feel that it is justified to support this indication it could be included in the NAS signalling.

3. Actions:

CN WG1 should discuss whether the inclusion of the support indication for the limitation of the pre-defined configuration reporting feature is justified in the NAS specifications and inform RAN WG2 of their decision.
