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	If a DTM capable MS (without DTM enhancements) has only downlink TBFs when it sets up a CS call, the packet resources will be aborted.  The network has no way to determine if this is due to bad radio conditions or the pending CS call establishment.  It may therefore send a RADIO STATUS PDU to the SGSN to stop further downlink LLC PDUs from being sent and thus cause unecessary delay to the re-establishment of the PS service.  
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	A DTM capable MS with only downlink TBFs in operation before the establishment of a CS call (MO or MT), shall send a cell update message to the SGSN after successful establishment of CS resources in order to ensure the timely resumption of downlink data.  
If the MS had both uplink and downlink TBFs in operation, the MS may chose to initiate a cell update procedure.

The immediate assignment procedure is terminated on the network side when the main signalling link is established. Timer T3101 is stopped and the MM sublayer on the network side is informed that the RR entity has entered the dedicated mode.

On the mobile station side, the procedure is terminated when the establishment of the main signalling link is confirmed. The MM sublayer is informed that the RR entity has entered the dedicated mode.

If the mobile station and the network both support dual transfer mode and the mobile station was in packet transfer mode (with downlink TBFs but no uplink TBFs) before the establishment of an RR connection, then the mobile station shall initiate a cell update procedure upon completion of the RR connection establishment.  

If the mobile station and the network both support dual transfer mode and the mobile station was in packet transfer mode (with uplink and downlink TBFs) before the establishment of an RR connection, then the mobile station may initiate a cell update procedure upon completion of the RR connection establishment.  
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
