Justification

In current mobile broadband network, there can be several use cases where users located within a geographical area have a common interest on the service/content associated with a dynamic event, such as PTT, release of a popular video and breaking news, etc. Users would typically retrieve the associated service/content over unicast, which is not efficient from radio resources perspective, and in the worst case radio resources of the whole cell might be exhausted. As the existing multicast mechanism, eMBMS was original designed for the provision of pre-planned media content, and the MBSFN area is rather static (e.g. configured by O&M) and cannot be dynamically adjusted according to the user distribution. The eMBMS transmission will occupy the entire system bandwidth, and multiplexing with unicast in the same subframe is not allowed even though not all the radio resources in frequency domain are utilized. It is not efficient and flexible for eMBMS to support the delivery of the service/content associated with a dynamic event, therefore we propose to study alternatives.

Objective

4.1
Objective of SI or Core part WI or Testing part WI
The objective of this study item is to investigate technical solutions for single-cell PTM transmission in E-UTRAN. Solutions should be flexible and efficient enough to support the delivery of the services/contents (e.g. voice, video or data) demanded by multiple users for a wide range of use cases.

Investigations could be performed in the following areas:
· Methods for E-UTRAN to discover and identify the users that are in the same cell and have common interest on a service/content. 

· Methods for E-UTRAN to perform the DL scheduling for a group of users (i.e. users have common interest on a service/content) over PDSCH. 

· Whether HARQ feedback and CSI report are still necessary, and if so identify possible solutions which are efficient enough at system level for UE to generate the HARQ feedback and CSI report and for E-UTRAN to perform the (re-)transmission.
· Potential impacts on mobility.
The potential architecture and security impacts should be evaluated by SA2 and SA3 respectively.
The solution should reuse existing standardized functionalities when possible and justified.
