Justification

Within the Region3, the frequency band 1980-2010 MHz and 2170-2200 MHz can be used for terrestrial mobile networks operated.  A Study Item on “Study on LTE FDD in the bands 1980-2010 MHz and 2170-2200 MHz” was approved at Chicago RAN Meeting in September 2012.  The purpose of the study item on FDD in the band 1980-2010 MHz and 2170-2200 MHz is to facilitate the efficient use of this band for LTE technologies in applicable countries in Region 3.  This contribution proposed a new WI standardizing the band for LTE in Region 3, building upon the study item findings.
The purpose of the proposed work item is to facilitate the efficient use of the band for LTE technology in Region 3. This WI in region3 only treat some additional coexistence requirements since the other required UE requirements are already addressed in the MSS band WI in REG1. 

This work item proposes the following extended band plan:

· Follow same duplexer assumptions (dual duplexer: 60MHz + 90MHz ) for Band 65 in Region 3
· Define additional delta features for Band 65 in Region 3
The scope of the WI will include:

· Additional coexistence requirements with adjacent bands applicable in Region 3
· PHS band protection
· Band 34 protection
This WI does not impact to any other RAN WG since already clarified in REG1 WI.

The core objectives of this WI are:

· For Band 65 in region3, define additional UE/BS RF requirements. 
· Follow same dual duplexer assumption for Band 65
· The lower duplexer is LTE Band 1 (2x60MHz)

· For a UE that supports both LTE Band 1 and the Band 65, no relaxation is allowed for Band 1 when all the carrier(s) are located within Band 1 operating frequency range
· For Band 65 in region3, we study the specification impact of the following approaches:

· Address potential BS and UE coexistence issues 
· Coexistence requirements to protect Band 34
· Need to define A-MPR Tables according to NS_24 & NS_25
· Coexistence requirements to protect PHS band
· Need to define A-MPR Tables with NS_05
· Identify RAN5 testing requirements
