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Introduction
The RAN-led study item [1] on 6 GHz band for LTE and NR has been updated with information from the NPRM released by FCC in US [2] and from ETSI in Europe.
This contribution is relating what happened since last RAN#83 meeting and give a reminder about the expected next steps.

Europe
Lower 6 GHz (5.925 – 6.425 GHz)
Work in CEPT/ECC is on-going but only according to the mandate covering the lower 6 GHz (5.925 to 6.425 GHz). 
SE45 released ECC Report 302 on “Sharing and compatibility studies related to Wireless Access including Radio Local Area Networks (WAS/RLAN) in the frequency band 5926-6425 MHz”. This report went for Public Consultation which ended April 1st. 
The comments received during this public consultation were addressed during last S45 meeting (April 24th-25th) and a revised version of ECC Report 302 was agreed. This one has been then submitted to next WGSE (May 27th-29th) for consideration for publication.
CEPT Report “A” [4] is expected by March 2020, while CEPT Report “B” [5] is expected by July 2020.
Based on those reports, EC should communicate its decision on lower 6 GHz allocation by 2021.
Figure 1 reminds the time plan for regulated lower 6 GHz in Europe.
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Upper 6 GHz (6.425 – 7.125 GHz)
There is no activity in CEPT/ECC related to the upper 6 GHz, while there is some preparation work on going in ETSI:
· ETSI BRAN recently approved TR 103 631 [6] promoting unlicensed usage for this upper 6 GHz part.
· ETSI TFES has finalized TR 103 612 [7] promoting licensed usage for this upper 6 GHz part. It will be submitted for approval and then published at next TFES#63 meeting (June 10th-13th). 


USA
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Since last RAN#83 meeting, there has been no major news from FCC. 
Current expectation is FCC would deliver his Report and Order by end of this year 2019. 
For this reason, this SI on 6GHz [1] is proposed to be extended accordingly, until end of this year, to also capture FCC decision on this 6GHz spectrum.
Following Figure 2 reminds the timeline.
