Justification

All new LTE inter band CA configurations for 2 different bands DL with 2 different bands UL will be defined under this WI. New configurations still emerge from exiting bands and whenever new band is specified, it will create a potential for several new LTE inter band CA configurations for 2 different bands DL with 2 different bands UL. 

The LTE inter band CA configurations will be introduced in a release independent manner based on TS36.307, which will be updated depending on newly introduced CA configurations.

The preconditions to propose 2 different bands DL with 2 different bands UL in rel-17 are as follows.

· Constituent LTE band and LTE Intra band CA shall be completed and specified in advance.
