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Discussion
The Rel. 17 objectives for the NR sidelink enhancement WID included a study about the feasibility and benefit of solution(s) on the enhancement(s) in mode 2 for enhanced reliability and reduced latency using inter-UE coordination [1]:
· Study the feasibility and benefit of solution(s) on the enhancement(s) in mode 2 for enhanced reliability and reduced latency in consideration of both PRR and PIR defined in TR37.885 (by RAN#91), and specify the identified solution(s) if deemed feasible and beneficial [RAN1, RAN2]
· Inter-UE coordination with the following.
· A set of resources is determined at UE-A. This set is sent to UE-B in mode 2, and UE-B takes this into account in the resource selection for its own transmission.
· Note: The solution should be able to operate in-coverage, partial coverage, and out-of-coverage and to address consecutive packet loss in all coverage scenarios.
· Note: RAN2 work will start after RAN#89.
This objective in the WID has two steps: 1) study the “feasibility and benefits”, and 2) specify the solutions “if deemed feasible and beneficial”. The study and then specify steps for an objective is used in many work items, such as FeMIMO [3] and power savings enhancements [4].
In RAN1#104e, an LS stating the feasibility and benefits of inter-UE coordination was sent to RAN#91 [2]. The conclusion of the study, “RAN1 concludes that the inter-UE coordination in Mode 2 is feasible, and is beneficial (e.g., reliability, etc.) compared to Rel-16 Mode 2 RA, and thus recommends specification of the feature”, fulfils the first step of this objective. Also included in the LS are observations of simulation results of different solutions considered by several companies. Each company examined the performance of various inter-UE coordination schemes under several scenarios. 
Under the terms of the objective, RAN1 will continue the normative aspect of specifying the solutions unless RAN, in its prerogative, decides to update the objectives of the WID. Since this is business as usual, it is not necessary for RAN to update the WID.
Observation: With the existing objectives, RAN1 will continue the normative work of specifying solutions of inter-UE coordination.
