3GPP TSG RAN thanks ITU-R WP7C for their request for clarifications regarding the response sent by 3GPP to the ITU Secretary-General on activities related to WRC-19 Resolutions.
In particular, 3GPP TSG RAN would like to clarify the difference in 3GPP terminology between Frequency ranges and Operating bands.

Frequency ranges (e.g., from 52.6 GHz to 71 GHz) are studied in a generic way and used to structure specifications and requirement. 

Operating bands are limited bands that are defined with a specific set of technical requirements. In defining operating bands, 3GPP takes regulatory conditions into account, including protection of EESS/passive bands.
The 3GPP activity on 52.6-77 GHz and 7-24 GHz referenced in the LS relate to expanding the frequency range in which the generic design could be applied and does not imply that 3GPP is defining operating bands for the whole of this range. 3GPP work always protects EESS/passive bands to comply with any applicable regulation.
