TSG RAN would like to emphasize that support for discontinuous coverage is considered minimum essential functionality in TSG RAN with work under way in RAN WGs. Bearing in mind the scope of SA2 WID, TSG RAN would like to ask TSG CT to consider whether low-hanging fruit solutions are feasible at NAS relying on existing functionality such as e.g. extending NAS timers to account for discontinuity in coverage.
