Some Details on Remote Attendance for RAN#96

Audio
· On Monday/Tuesday/Thursday, “listening only” audio is provided for registered remote delegates on a best-effort basis
· On Wednesday, two-way audio is provided for registered remote delegates, such that registered remote delegates can listen and talk. Note:
· This is intended to be a trial
· [bookmark: _Hlk103091177]Per 3GPP WP: RAN #96 is a f2f meeting, i.e., remote delegates can not check in to RAN #96 and can therefore not be official participants of RAN #96 and they can therefore also not get voting rights or get involved in decisions (like formal objections). 
Note: Following a PCG decision, RAN #96 can not carry out any votings.
Screen Sharing
· The documents being projected in the meeting room will be shared to registered remote participants (e.g. using GTW) on a best-effort basis on Monday/Tuesday/Thursday, and is intended to be reliably provided on Wednesday
· Note: GTWs are only intended for registered remote delegates. F2F participants should use the projected screens in the meeting room instead (avoiding unnecessary WLAN bandwidth consumptions, audio feedback etc.).
Hand Raising
· Tohru is intended to be used for the entire meeting and to be used by F2F participants as well as remote delegates
· Tohru is available to F2F participants during the entire meeting
· F2F delegates are recommended to be ready for the microphone after raising hands
· It is recommended that no more than 3 people lined in front of a microphone, in order to minimize the COVID-19 risk

· For registered remote delegates, please log in Tohru using the format:

· In order to differentiate remote vs. F2F participants
Meeting Notes
· Meeting notes are to be shared twice a day, one during lunch time, and the other at the end of each day
FTP Access
· All documents and folders will be stored on the meeting server, which is accessible to F2F participants.
