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Introduction

2) If yes, how to handle the subsequent (small) work?

Proposal 1: Support both “Option B-1-1 without early implementability” and Option C as optional UE features in Rel-18. 
Proposal 2: RAN tasks the WGs (RAN1, RAN2, and RAN4) to carry out the corresponding specification work. 
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
