For resolving an overlapping among a second PUCCH with HARQ-ACK information according to the second HARQ-ACK reporting mode and other PUCCHs or PUSCHs prior to multiplexing the HARQ-ACK information in a PUCCH or PUSCH when the UE is provided moreThanOneNackOnlyMode, the UE considers that the UE would transmit the second PUCCH using any PUCCH resource from the PUCCH resources associated with the second HARQ-ACK reporting mode when all values of the HARQ-ACK information are 'ACK'; otherwise, the UE considers that the UE would transmit the second PUCCH when all values of the HARQ-ACK information are 'ACK'.
