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1. Introduction
The “20 MHz problem” has been discussed extensively in RAN1 and several proposals have been made on how to transmit the synchronization signals, and the BCH, as well as other channels, to allow a UE capable of receiving 10 MHz accessing a 20 MHz system.

To simplify the structure and to avoid the “20 MHz problem”, it is proposed to

· Define the minimum UE reception capability to be at least 15 MHz/901 subcarriers (FFS whether the value can be 20 MHz/1201 subcarriers)
It should be noted that this proposal is not related to the data rates the UE is required to support. The maximum UE data rate is an independent decision. Neither does it affect the minimum UE transmission bandwidth, which still is 10 MHz.
