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1. Overall Description

RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS in [1]. The answers to the questions in [1] are as follows:
Question 1: What is the approximate rate of change that RAN1 expect for the positioning subframe configuration in a cell?

RAN1 expects the positioning subframe configuration in a cell to change very infrequently (hours or slower).

Question 2: Which UEs need to be aware of this configuration for the case that normal subframe (i.e. not MBSFN subframe) is used? Do all UEs need to be aware of this configuration even when not involved in a positioning operation? Do UEs that are not interested in positioning at all need to be aware? Note that anyway a Rel-8 UE can not be aware of such information.
In the case that normal subframes are used for PRS transmission, only the UEs that are interested in downlink (OTDOA-based) positioning need to be aware of the PRS configuration. Other UEs need not be aware of the PRS configuration.
2. Actions
RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 to take the above input into account in their future work on positioning.
