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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks SA2 for their Reply LS on Supported features by 5GC for E-UTRA connected to 5G CN (S2-175192/R2-1707650) and for the clarification on extended DRX in Release 15 (“SA2 would like to inform RAN WGs that SA2 is not working on any specific CN (5GC) enhancements related to support of extended DRX in the context of 5GS_ph1 WID”).
In the referred LS in S2-175192/R2-1707650, RAN2 is explicitly asked to answer a question related to IDLE mode DRX cycle, namely: 

Question: What does RAN2 expect as a (maximum) DRX value for New Radio in rel-15?
RAN2 answer: Based on the RAN2 assumption that the System Frame Number (SFN) derived from the NR-PBCH (NR-MIB) will be equally long as the SFN derived from LTE MIB and PBCH decoding (i.e. a SFN consisting of 10 bits), and an NR radio frame will be equally long as an LTE radio frame, RAN2 has agreed to support a DRX length from 320 ms up to a maximum of 10.23 seconds in Release 15.
Furthermore, although RAN2 understands that SA2 does not intend to work on extended DRX in Release 15, RAN2 assumes that NR will need to support at least the same DRX cycle value range as in LTE within the next releases, i.e. a maximum DRX cycle length of 44 minutes (corresponding to the maximum DRX cycle length for extended DRX) or even 2.91 hours (corresponding to the maximum DRX cycle length for NB-IoT).
2. Actions to SA WG2:

RAN2 kindly requests SA WG2 to take the above answer into account and provide feedback if necessary.
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
